Dear Parent/Carer

This letter includes some information regarding operational changes to traffic in our local
area that may be of interest to you.

Road Closure:

It has come to our attention that there are proposed works due to be carried out between
6th and 23rd May 2025 which will involve a full road closure of School Hill between Church
Gates and Greenacres. Whilst this location is not directly adjacent to the College, it is a
key route used by vehicles carrying students to and from our campus. On investigation we
have been told that the highways department have tried to move the works to avoid term
time. Unfortunately, as SE Water have booked out road closures during the school holidays
it hasn’t been possible to move these particular works.

This may cause some disruption to the roads around the College at drop off and pick up
time. Our advice would be to consider dropping further away from the College and
students walking the last part of the journey, if possible, or allowing a little extra time for
any delay caused by traffic congestion.

Traffic Reminders:

e Voluntary One Way: We ask that you follow the voluntary one-way system (see map
attached to this message) to avoid congestion at the start and end of the school day
as it as it significantly helps traffic to flow.

e Parking around the College area: Please be respectful of our neighbours and other
road users when parking in areas around the College, including Halley Road, Cade
Street and School Hill.

Speed Limit Consultation:

We are delighted to inform parents that following years of lobbying and hard work by
students, staff and governors (both past and present) we can release details of the
consultation on reducing the speed limit on the B2096 Battle Road. The public consultation
